MARKERS 1 box of 8 Crayola Washable Classic Markers 

1 box of 8 Crayola Washable Thin line Markers 

1 box Expo Dry Erase markers (black – low odor) 

2 permanent markers Black Sharpie (fine point) 

GLUE 10 Glue sticks (Uttu, Dennison, Elmer’s or Scotch) 

ZIPLOCK BAGS 1 box gallon size Ziploc-type plastic bags 

PAPER 1 ream colored (Astrobrite colors)
