INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES FOR

BEGINNING LEVEL ENGLISH LEARNERS
Grades K-5

English learners who have recently arrived in the United States are often at the beginning level of language development.  They need basic survival vocabulary and many opportunities to listen to simple English words and sentences that they can understand (comprehensible input).  The ELD materials that are part of the Houghton Mifflin Reading Program provide some support for the language development of these Newcomers.  However, additional support materials and services will also be necessary to meet the needs of beginning level students.  PUSD will provide these Newcomer students with the following ELD services and materials:

1. Lessons from the Handbook for English Language Learners (Houghton Mifflin Reading Program) taught by a certificated teacher (usually the regular classroom teacher).

2. ELD Teacher Resource Kit for Newcomers – materials and instructional ideas for classroom teachers to use with their Newcomers
3. Buddy Box – activities for a classroom “buddy” to use with the English learner student to reinforce concepts already taught by the classroom teacher or aide

4. Independent activities for the EL student to use in the regular classroom

5. Small group/individual instructional support by the ELL aide.
