All performers must currently attend Deer Canyon.

~ Each child is allowed to be in ONE act, in ONE show. The only exception is if you are part of a whole class

performance.

" If playing an instrument, you may only play one piece (song).
~ No lip syncing allowed!
. Soloists must have accompaniment music on CD (no words, karaoke-type music available at Bertrand’s or other

music stores).

© You are responsible for providing all props. A parent will need to explain proper usage of props prior to the

dress rehearsal. Nothing resembling a weapon will be allowed.

v Acts must not exceed TWO MINUTES in length. Please time your act prior to the audition!
© ALL COSTUMES MUST ADHERE TO DEER CANYON DRESS CODE. You do not need to be in costume for the

audition, but you must be in costume for Dress Rehearsal.

+ SONG LYRICS MUST HAVE APPROPRIATE LANGUAGE AND MAY NOT CONTAIN ANY REFERENCE TO DRUGS,

VIOLENCE, PROFANITY OR OTHER EXPLICIT LANGUAGE. YOU WILL BE ASKED TO CHANGE YOUR MUSICIF IT IS
NOT DEEMED ACCEPTABLE.

" Crew members and Emcees must be 5" graders. You will be considered based on your teacher’s

recommendation.

IMPORTANT: A copy of your music must be turned in AT THE AUDITION. Music must be on a CD, LABELED WITH
THE CHILD’S NAME AND NAME OF MUSIC/ACT.

THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THE ABOVE RULES. THANK YOU FOR YOUR UNDERSTANDING. FAILURE TO
COMPLY WITH ALL OF THE ABOVE RULES MAY RESULT IN REMOVAL FROM THE SHOW. We are excited to provide
your child with this opportunity to share his/her talent. It is our hope to make this an enjoyable experience for all.
