*Cardstock (white, pastel, or Astro Bright)

*1 container of antibacterial cleaning wipes

*Ziplock storage bags (gallon, quart, or sandwich size)
*Elmer's Glue

*12 count Crayola colored pencils

*Crayola basic markers

*White mailing labels (size 1" X 2 5/8")
