suggestions for future information needs; may include documents, interviews, reading, and web searches.  

D.  Academic Research:  intended topic for thesis-based paper in your English 
class.  How does this specific area of discovery relate to the larger scope of the entire project?  What might the thesis be, or what do you hope to discover and write about? 
E. Timeline: this project spans your entire senior year.  Thinking ahead, what major deadlines, goals or obstacles do you need to plan out now to ensure you stay on track for the year?
