For this unit you will be completing most of your research through the databases on the library website.  Only after you have done thorough searches through all the databases may you search for articles on the internet. 
1. [image: image1.wmf]Go to the library website (http://powayusd.com/pusdphs/LIBRARY/).  One the left notice all the boxes that link to research databases.  What might each of these be used for?

2. The libraruian has created a class page for you.  On the top left, under “Class Visits” find the Controversial Issue page.  The librarian has created links to some of the best research tools here. 

3. Now, find Noodletools on the left side of the library home page. 

This is where you will save all the research you find in electronic notecards. 

Before noodle tools, students had to write down their research on Notecards with corresponding Bibliography cards.  Now, you can electronically cut, paste, paraphrase and label your research much faster with Noodletools, or by creating Electronic Notecards.  


***Notice that notecards are a compilation of the CDs that you may want to use in your paper.  They always include a lead-in (speaker, context, and credentials) and a citation at the end.***
Noodletools:

Once you have logged into Noodletools, 

1. “Create a New Project.”
2. Type in your Essential Research Question (leave the thesis blank for not). 

3. Go to Gale, EBSCO, or one of the other databases and start searching for credible articles to help you support both the pro and con side of your debate. Once you find an article or source that you want to use:

a. Create a bibliography citation for the source on Noodletools

b. Quote or paraphrase the information from the source on a notecard; this should include a lead-in and citation.   Each new piece of information gets its own card.  Tag the notecards as good/bad or pro/con.  Title the notecards as a quick summary of what you wrote or why the information is helpful.  

c. When you compile several pro or con cards, hold down “control” and click with your mouse to highlight all the “cons.”  Then click the “Add to Pile” button.  Add all the “pros” to a separate pile.  This will allow you to keep all your cards organized.  

i. Color-Coding Option.  Highlight all your “cons” or “pros” by holding down the “control” button and clicking them with your mouse, then click the “Tag” button and apply one color to all your “cons” and a different color to all your “pros.”
d. When you are done with ALL your research.  You can start deciding which CD’s go together by organizing them under the Outline.  Type your essential question under Topic 1.  Then push the green (+) sign to add your subtopics.  If you have three “cons” on why chocolate is unhealthy, you could group them all under one subtopic called “chocolate is unhealthy,” or your could split them into several subtopics—one subtopic for all  the notecards about cancer and another subtopic for all the notecards on obesity.  You would repeat this for all the “pro” notecards. 
e. When you have compiled your bibliography, you can export all your sources to a word document.  Below is a link that explains how: http://www.screencast.com/t/PBGbe9LQ
i. When creating your works consulted page, only select the sources that you actually used in your final paper.  The works consulted page is usually a little shorter or the same length as the bibliography.  Why?____________________________________________________________________-
