DRESS CODE

Westview seeks foremost to maintain a Thriving Learning Community where Mutual
Respect and High Personal Standards are established. Because of this, it is expected
that clothing policies at Westview will be followed by all students and reflect the
following:

School clothing should be neat, clean, and appropriate for school activities and should

follow the standards of common decency. Students in violation of dress code will be
subject to disciplinary action.

Examples of Unacceptable Dress

e Clothing or tattoos that promote or mention profanity, weapons, violence, drugs,
alcohol, sexual references or gangs.

e Clothing that disparages any group.

e Clothing that does not cover the stomach, breasts, backs, or buttocks areas
(no cleavage may be shown).

e Visible underwear, including “muscle” undershirts.
e Skirts or shorts that are shorter than mid-thigh.
If a student arrives at school dressed inappropriately, the student will be directed to

change clothes. The school will loan the student an appropriate T-shirt and/or shorts, or
the parent will be called to bring the student appropriate clothing.
