5. Money Matters (Joseph Taulane)

Report of revenues and expenses to date

The band program is “right on budget” this year.  There are 3 aspects of the budget stream being looked at:
  Fair Share – some families have not sent in their payments.  If you have not responded,    please send in your payments asap.  This money is needed to keep the band program on budget.

  Buy Out Option – only $3,000 has been raised through the Buy Out option.  It was estimated that this would generate about $19,000 from roughly 40% of the families. The good new is that we will have lots of volunteer help this year!

  The Westview Revue Tournament generated about $9,000.  This is less than was expected in the budgeting process.  Perhaps we can increase that number next year.

6. “Ways and Means”  (Jay Tillson)

a. Fundraisers so far…

Cookie Dough sales were a great success selling $9,500 worth, generating $2900 for our student’s accounts.  Jay is still waiting for the final numbers on the Entertainment Book Sale.  A Jack-in-the Box Taste Test fundraiser is being planned for Thursday October 19th from 11:00 to 3:00 in Kearny Mesa.  This should generate $4,000 for the band program.
