1. Call to Order and Introductions

2. Approval of October 4, 2006 minutes which can be downloaded from our website at:

3. President’s Report (Jennifer Wilson) 
a. Requested Action:  The Board motioned for and approved the establishment of a Westview Gold Post Office Box including the needed funding for it (approximately $200 per year).  This will facilitate the timely gathering of forms and documents necessary to carry out Booster business.  Jennifer Wilson, president, and Joseph Taulane, treasurer will have keys to the box.
b. Mesa Verde 8th grade night at the November 3rd Football Game.  Black Mountain MS was also invited but declined the invitation due to the fact that most of their kids go to Mount Carmel HS.  Approximately 115 Goodie Bags are being prepared by our wonderful merchandising boosters, Casey and Wendy!  

Call for volunteers to help with this event.  The 8th graders will play out on the field with the Westview marching band at half time.  Kathy Gima encourages the board to welcome the incoming 8th grade parents.  There will be name tags available and parents can gather in the side band room, as the main band room will already be a hub of activity. It was suggested that there be a “designated” Mesa Verde section in the stands.
It was suggested that there should also be a recruitment program at Mesa Verde for the color guard program.  Perhaps the MV Assistant Principle could send out email with this information to all the MV students.
c. Information Item:  March 10th Indoor Marching Percussion (IMP) Tournament – this is scheduled on the same day as the El Camino Band Festival.  25 groups are expected to attend.

d. Information Item: March 3rd World Guard Tournament – this event is scheduled on the same day as the Las Vegas Regional. Approximately 70 groups are expected to attend.  Call for volunteers to help with this event.
e. Truck Donation:

Requested Action: The Board motioned for and approved the acceptance of a donated 16ft box truck, and acknowledged that it is District Policy that a certified school district employee drive the truck. We will work with David Beck in Risk Management on this matter.

a. Mira Mesa Parade and Tournament Nov 4th – will be an all day affair with performance scheduled for 8:45 PM.
b. The Vistas Nov 11th – both the Vista and Chula Vista Tournaments are scheduled on this date.  It will be a busy day!
c. Arcadia Nov 18th – in the process of collecting money for the trip.  Will need to collect all funds by next Thursday.  Perhaps Section parents can help with the collection reminders.
Note: Fair Share must be current in order for students to attend the Magic Mountain event.

d. Winter Concerts – measurements for Gowns and Tuxedos will take place during class this Friday Nov 3rd.  Concerts are planed for Band and Orchestra. Instrumental Ensemble concert is scheduled for Nov 30th.  Joyce and Natsuko have volunteered as co-Orchestra Liaisons.  Thank You!
e. Solo and Ensemble Festival – will be split into two sections this year (Jan 20th and March 24th) due to early scheduling of the spring musical Guys and Dolls.
5. Treasurer’s Report (Joseph Taulane)

a. Budget review/Fair Share update – deadlines for final Fair Share payments are fast approaching (Nov 15th for Orchestra, Instrumental Ensemble and Color Guard).  Check the web site for exact dates.  Of the $87,000 expected about 65% has been collected.  Program expenditures are on schedule, with a $40,000 cash reserve.  We collected less than expected this year from the “buy out” option, and this subject will need to be reassessed next year.  Final Tournament net proceeds are yet to be determined but are expected to be 6,000 to 8,000.
6. Report of the Vice President of Ways and Means (Jay Tillson)

a. Report on Fundraiser revenue year to date – Booster memberships, cookie dough sales, Entertainment book sales, and football game concessions($500) were discussed. Thank you to Gloria Lew for chairing the Jack-in-the-Box fundraiser ($4,000)!

Poinsettia Sales have been extended to Monday Nov 6th.  Delivery will take place on Saturday Dec 2nd.

b. Report on the Spring Gala (scheduled for Saturday March 31)

Note:  the Wind Ensemble Tour is scheduled for the same date.

This event will take place on the Midway Aircraft Carrier with Philip Rivers (Chargers QB) as invited speaker.  Jay expects to make about $10,000 for the band program.  Jay passed out information outlining the proposed contracts for the Midway facility and for the different catering options.  The event expects to break even on the ticket sales (200 to 300 expected), and to make money on the auction.  There was discussion regarding development of a mailing list for invitations.  Call for volunteers to help with the event. Planning meetings are scheduled at 6:00 pm Wednesday evenings right before the Booster meetings.  
Requested Action:   The Board motioned for and approved the facility and catering contracts for the Spring Gala, and authorized VP Ways and Means Jay Tillson to enter into the contracts on behalf of Westview Gold.
