a. Budget update (revenues and expenses) 

In July of 2005 we had cash reserves of $44,000 in both ASB and Foundation accounts.  Now as of November 1st, 2006 we have $42,000.  In between those dates there were $65,000 worth of expenses which have been covered by Fair Share payments and fundraising.  The Tournament brought in $7,000.  Fair Share payments continue to be made (see schedule of deadline dates on web site).
