1. Call to Order and Introductions – Jennifer Wilson, President

2. Approval of minutes of January 31, 2007 Board Meeting

3. Director’s Report (Ms. Webb)

a) The Orchestra participated in a weekend tour which included a Master Class with Jung-Ho Pak (now with San Diego Chamber Orchestra).  They also attended California Adventure.

b) The Concert Attire has arrived and students will have their Tuxes and Gowns for the upcoming concerts!

c) On Monday (March 12th) Ms. Webb will be visiting Mesa Verde Middle School students to share with them the great aspects of the Westview Music Program.  The MVMS counselors will be meeting with each of the basic education classes.   She will also meet with the Mesa Verde and Black Mountain Middle School incoming freshman parents on Wednesday evening (March 14th) at 7:00 pm.
d) The upcoming Solo and Ensemble Festival (March 24th) is well on its way with participants filling 6 different venues.  The accompanists are in place and will have a chance to practice with the students before the festival during band class.
4. President’s Report (Jennifer Wilson)
At our January 31 meeting, we reviewed a draft policy for fair share donations and student accounts.  The floor is now open for comments to the policy text.
A Discussion Draft 1.29.07 titled Westview Gold Instrumental Music Program - Financial Policies and Procedures was distributed to Board Members for review. The final information will be included in the Student Handbook.   It would be great to share this information with incoming MVMS 8th grade parents at the March 14th Parent Meeting.
Discussion of how to handle fair share contributions when students drop from the band program – advisory motion by Jennifer Wilson to allow the carry over of fair share debts year to year.   
Discussion of when fair share payments should be made – motion was made by Stan Blackburn that 50% be paid on the 1st day of Band Camp and the rest shortly thereafter (Oct 1st?), or make alternate arrangements.

Gloria Lew suggested that this information be spelled out clearly in the student handbook.
Discussion about freshman students that decide after participating in band camp that the program is not for them – Joseph Taulane suggested that we keep 80% of the fair share payment, as this money is already dedicated to band activities and cannot be returned.

Discussion regarding the policy of refunds for students who drop band second term – Stan Blackburn suggested that there be no refund, and that the draft language should be changed on this point.
Jennifer Wilson – A final policy draft will be decided on and presented at the next Booster Meeting for approval.

5. Treasurer’s Report (Joseph Taulane)
a. Fair Share donations are 94% complete, with $5000 potential donations outstanding.  Recent expenditures include fees for the Solo and Ensemble Festival, coaching and transportation.
6. Report of the VP of Events and Activities and VP of Volunteers (10 minutes)
a. Sue Downs reports that she is looking forward to a great Indoor Marching Percussion (IMP) Tournament to be held on March 10th.  There will be 28 Units participating.
b. Patti Carte called for volunteers for IMP Tournament.  Volunteer positions are open for Equipment, Concessions, Hospitality, Security and Clean Up.
7. Reports of Liaisons
Laura Peterson reported that the Color Guard Show went very well, despite all the wind!  She hopes to recruit more new students into color guard next year as there will only be 6 returning students so far.  This will be discussed at next months Booster meeting.

8. Newsletter (Kathy Gima) (5 minutes) – the newsletter is scheduled to be published after the IMP Tournament.
9. Spring Gala planning meeting (Jay Tillson) – due to a lack of ticket sales the Gala event may have to be cancelled.  If this occurs we will try to turn ticket sales into donations, and we will still be able to auction off the collected items at future band events.  The executive Gala planning committee will meet next Monday night to make the final decision.
