Senior Year – Strand Option
Congratulations – you are in your final year.  You’ve tested on the major and minor scales all three years and now you may take the option of selecting a focus area in lieu of testing scales.  

As a member you are still expected to perform scales correctly.   You must come to class prepared with scales.  If you have been following the direction of playing your scales every day this is not going to be a challenge.

Each focus will require meetings with me to set goals and a timeline.  You may exit the strand option and return to testing scales if needed.

Option 1: Performance Focus

· Perform a recital consisting of 20 minutes of music.  

· Half of the recital time needs to solo literature and half may be ensemble.

· Credit is given once you have successfully completed your performance.

Option 2: Composition Focus

· Compose a piece of music that is at three minutes in length.

· The piece must be for four instruments or more.

· Credit is given once your piece has been approved for performance.

Option 3: Education Focus

· Start a private lesson studio.

· Your studio must include at least four students.

· Credit is given once your students perform a recital.

· You may charge your students for the lessons.

Option 4: Academic Focus

· Propose a project that involves music and your academic passion.

· Examples:

· English – write a creative story that uses music as the main topic

· Mathematics – using the common elements of music and math (amplitude, frequency as examples) create a project that demonstrates the elements

· Health Care – intern at a hospital as a Music Therapist
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
