Performance Assessment for Marching Band Students:

1. Memorization Check – section leaders will be checking off students in their section.  A check off sheet will be provided this week.  Students who do not check off with their section leaders by deadlines will be checked off by the appropriate director.

2. Music Performance Assessment (winds, xylophone, strings only) 

a. We will have Smart Music available within the next two weeks.  We have personally tried this assessment and we are excited about the support Smart Music will provide your child.  

i. Smart Music provides an option (highly encouraged) for your child.  Students will be able to retest as often as they want in order to receive the score they want.  Smart Music will record their performance and the student will be able to send the recording and assessment score to their teacher.

b. We will have appointments available for students to test with the directors available.  This is the traditional method of assessment.  

i. We will set up 5 minute appointments for students to test with us.  We will use Smart Music to assist.  Students have the option of retesting as long as it fits within the 5 minute appointment slot.

c. Occasional formative assessments will be given to individual students during rehearsals and directors will have opportunities to instruct students on their progress.

3. Marching Performance Assessment

a. We are piloting the Pyware marching assessment this weekend with our Seniors and will send out more information once we are able to determine the best process for utilizing this program.
