Pyware Performance Practice Tools Instructions

Installing

1. Go to http://pyware.com/studentviewer.html and download the Performer’s Practice Tools program.

2. Install the program “Pyware 3D Performer’s Practice Tools” to your computer.

3. When the license agreement window pops up, click “I agree”

4. Click the “continue” button on the left.

5. Choose whether or not you want to receive iPAS updates.

6. Select the option “If you already have an Activation Code, click here to activate this software”.

7. You will be asked to enter an activation code. The activation code is PPT41238-KA96B6-IAL

8. For the three survey questions, please put “Westview Gold Marching Band” for the name of the performing group, San Diego/United States, and 100-200 for the approximate size of the performing group.

9. Type in your cast name (your own name), select your instrument, and input your email when the Performer’s Cast Member Information window comes up.

Using the program

1. Select or type in your cast member name and log in.

2. Click “Download more drills and productions” then hit the next button.

3. Click “Connect”.

4. Select and open the account name “westviewhighschoolband” with the account ID “41238”.

5. Sign on as Registered User or Group.

6. Download the file “09 Westview Opener (1) with Audio.3dz”

To view 1st movement

1. Select or type in your cast name and hit the log in button.

2. Click “Performers Practice Tools (Marching Shows)”

3. Click “2009 WestviewHSmarchingband – 09 westiewopener(1) with Audio.3dz” and hit next.

4. If it says “No matching cast member”, click “I want to be a guest performer”.

5. Select your position on the field:

F = flute

C = clarinet

A= alto sax

T = trumpet

H = horn

B = trombone

E = euphonium

N = tenor sax

J = bass clarinet

U = tuba

S = snares

Q = tenors

D = bass drums

G = guard

6. You may have to it “drill explorer” again.

7. Now your position on the field should be highlighted.

8. Hit “play”.
