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III.B.  LEVEL TRANSITIONS (Includes PreKindergarten-Kindergarten; 5th Grade-6th Grade; 8th Grade-9th Grade12th to post-secondary) 
 
We recognize the importance of good Pre-Kindergarten preparation for all students. In order to facilitate the positive transition to Kindergarten, parents sign up for 
a time for each child to meet with our kindergarten teachers so we can spend one-on-one time pre-assessing each child's understanding in a variety of academic 
areas such as alphabet knowledge, phonics skills, counting, writing/fine motor, etc. Parents complete a background questionnaire to help inform the teachers 
about the "whole child" including preschool experiences and family life. All of this information is used to help us form balanced kindergarten classes for optimal 
learning. 
 
The day before classes begin, all entering kindergartners and their families are invited to a "Meet & Greet." During this time, children meet their teacher, tour the 
classroom, and play on the kindergarten playground. On the first day of school, we invite our students and their parents to share some time together in their new 
educational setting so we can establish routines and provide a vehicle for home discussion. Parents are invited to the school on a regular basis to volunteer in the 
classroom and learn about ways they can support classroom instruction at home. 
 
Midland began implementing full day kindergarten during the 2008-2009 school year. Full day kindergarten continues to provide increased instructional time for the 
benefit of all kindergarten students. During the first five weeks of the school year, our full-day kindergarten schedule is modified to free-up the afternoons so each 
child has an opportunity to meet with his/her teacher to participate in a variety of in-depth assessment measures that are used to identify where the kindergartners 
are performing as it relates to grade level standards. This relevant data is used by our kindergarten teachers to plan specific, engaging, quality instruction that will 
meet the needs of each one of the learners in their classrooms. 
 
Many children entering Kindergarten at a younger age benefit from being given additional time to develop the self-confidence and readiness skills necessary for 
academic success. Midland offers the Poway Extended Primary Program (PEPP), a developmental program designed primarily for our younger kindergarten 
students born between June 1st and December 2nd, and students with individual needs who would benefit from two years in a Kindergarten class. PEPP has been 
in Poway schools for several years and is modeled after successful programs in other school districts. The program offers a developmental curriculum with 
instruction geared toward individual needs. PEPP is not intended as a remedial or special services program but rather a developmentally appropriate first year of 
kindergarten preparing students for a smooth transition to a traditional kindergarten classroom the following year. 
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IV.A.  SAFE AND SUPPORTIVE SCHOOLS - SCHOOLWIDE BEHAVIORAL SUPPORT PLAN 
 
The goal of Midland Elementary is to foster a safe school climate where students can focus on learning and achieve academic and personal success. Every six 
weeks, the school focuses its efforts on helping students understand the behaviors, expectations and actions aligned with one of the following character pillars: 
Respect, Trustworthiness, Caring, Responsibility, Fairness and Citizenship. Students receive Star Student Awards for their efforts to demonstrate good character 
in and around our campus. Every morning the principal announces two of these Star Students and the behaviors they demonstrated which exemplify one or more 
of the six pillars of character. Students then receive a Character Counts wristband to remind them of their achievement. Rattlers Rock!/Character Counts 
assemblies are held to help students understand how to apply the six traits of character within their daily lives. Notes and phone calls between home and school 
are also made to support positive behavior. High expectations for the behavior of everyone on campus are clearly explained to staff, students and parents. School 
rules are stated in the students’ handbook and discussed at the beginning of each school year. Teachers, parents, and students sign a Three-Way-Pledge 
agreeing to the jobs each one needs to do in order to achieve a successful school year. Also, teachers work together to deliver common "scripts" which clearly 
explain behavioral expectations to students, and classrooms are recognized when they work hard to meet these expectations. 
 
For each of the first 22 days of school, teachers discuss a specific school-wide behavioral expectation with students during morning meetings. Additionally, each 
classroom has clearly stated rules which are co-written by the students in an effort to ensure the classroom will be a positive environment in which to learn. 
Several teachers have implemented processes from programs, such as Responsive Classroom, to help students understand and experience what it's like to get 
along with one other. During the first two weeks of school, assemblies were held to discuss and demonstrate (via engaging teacher-led skits) the six pillars of 
character. Immediately following these assemblies, students returned to class to sign a Character Counts Commitment stating that each one would work hard to 
follow the six character traits/school rules. Teachers then reviewed the school wide discipline plan with their class so all students were made aware of Midland's 
discipline process that remains consistent from kindergarten through fifth grade. 
 
Parents learned about the Character Counts Commitment and School Wide Discipline Plan at our Mandatory Parent Meetings and at Back-to-School Night. 
Midland Elementary was a proud recipient of a Character Education grant a few years ago. In 2008-2009, our school was given the SPARC Academy Award 
(Support Personnel Accountability Report Card) for demonstrating the use of results-based interventions and programs for teaching appropriate student behavior. 
The PIP (Primary Interaction Program) and Counseling Program at Midland provide class lessons and small group experiences that teach problem solving, 
managing emotions, assertiveness, bullying prevention, and tolerance of others. Additionally, posters of the Problem Solving Steps and Calm-Down strategies 
have been hung around the campus to remind students of skills taught to them during classroom lessons. Posters of the School-wide Rules and Behavior 
Expectations are placed in each classroom and common areas to remind students of the expectations we hold for ourselves when on the Midland campus. The 
Student Support Personnel Team (SSPT) is an integral part of our vision for academic success, school safety, and sustaining a culture of good character. The 
team works together to continually identify and address individual student and school program needs and to evaluate results. 
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IV.B.  SAFE AND SUPPORTIVE SCHOOLS - DRUG ABUSE EDUCATION PLAN 
 
All schools in the PUSD implement the Too Good for Drugs Tobacco, Drugs and Alcohol prevention program, which is designed around specific lessons in five 
components: Goal Setting, Decision Making, Bonding with Others, Identifying and Managing Emotions, and Communicating Effectively.
