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FRICTION FACTS (Use Pages 350-355)

This assignment can also be done by hand on unlined paper. If done by hand fold your paper into 10 squares and follow the instructions for the Microsoft WORD assignment.

1. Use Microsoft WORD or any MAC WORD type program (If you have it. If not do by hand)

2. Title your project “Friction Facts”
3. Go to File, Page Setup and then set to “landscape”

4. Create a table that is 4 columns and 2 rows.

5. In each cell of the table you will include title, a friction fact and a diagram that illustrates the fact (black and white or color). If this is done by hand no pencil sketches are allowed. It must be in ink or color.
6. Cell 1: What is Friction?  Write the definition (pg. 350) and include a diagram or illustration that shows this idea.

7. Cell 2: What is the source of friction? Summarize in a few sentences and draw a diagram (see Fig. 1 as a good example to copy)

8. For Cell 3 through Cell 8 use the smaller blue headings for the title of each box (pgs. 350-355).  Be sure to include a short summary of this section and an image for each that illustrates your summary.

9. When complete print out on lab printer (black and white). If you want this to be in color you must save to disk and print at home.
FINDING IMAGES ON THE INTERNET

1. Go to GOOGLE. COM then click on images or ASK.COM and click on pictures.

2. Type in the friction fact in one or two words. Use quotes around the one or two word friction fact. (Example: “friction,” “rough surfaces,” “smooth surfaces,” etc.)

3. Your picture must be appropriate to illustrate the specific fact.

4. If you have a specific idea in mind, just search for that object.  For example you may feel that “oil” would show how to reduce friction, you would just search for that particular image.

5. Copy and paste an appropriate picture for each friction fact.

GRADE (15 points possible)

1. Your grade depends on how well you summarized the friction fact. Remember a summary is not copying information word for word from the book. You must summarize the main idea in one or two sentences.

2. Your grade also depends on the appropriateness of your image for each friction fact.  Does the image really help illustrate the fact for that box?

3. The “Friction Facts” table needs to fit on one page only. Reduce the size of your images or shorten your summaries if it won’t fit on one page.
