1787           Constitution- Great Compromise and 3/5 compromise, Checks & Balances to limit power of each- Triangle diagram with arrows, 7 Articles, 3 branches: L,E,J-

G.W. Whiskey Rebellion, DC and National Bank compromise(AH/TJ),  cabinet          GW’s Farewell Address=   a. Avoid Foreign Alliances, b. Avoid political parties, 
Legislative Branch has 535: 

Senate= 100 New Jersey Plan – One state gets one vote

Andrew Jackson and the “common man” candidate, “to the victor go the spoils”,  1828-1836, Trail of Tears, ends the National Bank

Causes – 1776, 1787, 1808, 1820, 1850

Uncle Tom’s Cabin, Dred Scott Decision, election of Lincoln, Fort Sumter, 
War- 1861-1865 -5 Aprils
Emancipation Proclamation- Sept, 1862, takes effect January 1, 1863 and ends slavery in America-frees slaves
Reconstruction
Civil War Amendments- 
13th 1865-abolishes slavery, 
14 & 15, ensuring rights for former slaves,          and all Americans
Jim Crow Laws- continued racial segregation in the South
Freedmen’s Bureau- helped the freed slaves establish                     schools, get jobs, etc.
