
Overview
· Create a book which includes 10 of the major events that summarize the Civil War. Include a detailed, written summary for each event. This can be a narrative or in bulleted form or both. Be sure to cover the major points of each event: when, who, what, how, importance, etc.
· Include printed, hand-drawn or copied picture, map or symbol(s) that illustrate each event. Use color, pop-ups, tabs, sections, etc.
Part I-  Choose three events for the beginning of the book. These events should be labeled as “The Causes of the Civil War”. Some choices include events like: Uncle Tom's Cabin, The Failure of Compromise, The Kansas-Nebraska Act, Harper's Ferry, Dred Scott Decision, states’ rights, etc.

Part II-  Choose a minimum of 7 events for the middle of the book. These events should be labeled as “The Civil War”. You must include Fort Sumter and end with the surrender at Appomattox Courthouse or the assassination of Lincoln. Other choices must occur between these two events. Some choices include: Bull Run, Shiloh, Antietam, Monitor vs. Merrimack, Fredericksburg, Emancipation Proclamation, Gettysburg, Chancellorsville, Vicksburg, Sherman’s March to the Sea,  Cold Harbor, etc.
Part III-

Attach the pictures of six important people who were involved with the Civil War  and attach a brief biographical sketch of each person. A biographical sketch focuses on their involvement in the Civil War era.  Some possibilities include: Harriet Tubman, Abe Lincoln, Robert E. Lee, Stonewall Jackson, Jeff Davis, David Farragut, Frederick Douglas, Clara Barton, Ulysses S. Grant, George Pickett, etc.
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
