Word Analysis and Vocabulary:

1) 
An idiom is an expression not meant literally.   For example, “It’s raining cats and dogs.”

2) 
An analogy is a comparison between two things to show how they are alike in some way, for example, comparing a heart to a pump.

3) 
A metaphor is comparing two different, unrelated things without using “like” or “as.”

4) 
A simile compares two unlike objects using the words “like” or “as.”
5) 
Hyperbole is an extreme exaggeration.

6) 
Onomatopoeia uses words whose sounds suggest their meaning.

7) 
Alliteration is the repetition of a sound or letter at the beginning of words.
8) 
A prefix comes before a root word to change its meaning.

9) 
A suffix comes after a root word to add meaning.

10) 
A root word is the base form of a word that contains its core meaning.
11) 
Personification is when an author gives human qualities to an inanimate object.

12) 
An oxymoron is a contradictory term.

Reading:

13) 
Textbooks, newspapers, instruction manuals, and signs are all structured differently depending on their purpose.
14) 
Good readers use a variety of reading strategies in order to understand what they’ve read. Some of these include: asking questions, adjusting reading speed, and rereading.

15) 
Cause and effect is when one event leads to another event. “Cause” is what happened, and the “effect” is the result of it.

16) 
A fact is knowledge or information that can be proven. An opinion is a judgment, belief, or conclusion, but lacks positive knowledge or proof.

17) 
Short stories, novels, novellas, and essays are all different forms of prose.
18) 
Many narratives occur in chronological order, that is, ordered by time.

19) 
Authors use propaganda as a technique to convince readers.

20) 
An inference is a conclusion based on evidence.

21) 
Different genres of non-fiction include autobiography, essays, news articles, and editorials.
Elements of Fiction:

22) 
The setting is the time and place in which a story takes place.

23) 
The people who appear in a story are known as the characters.
24) 
Plot is a series of related events that make up a story. 

25) 
Exposition is the part of the plot that gives information about the setting, characters, and conflict.

26) 
Rising action refers to the various complications and conflicts that occur leading up to the climax.

27) 
Climax is the moment of greatest emotional intensity or suspense in the plot, and is often called the turning point.

28) 
Falling action refers to the events that occur after the climax and lead to the end of the story.

29) 
Resolution is the ending of the story where the conflict is resolved.

30) 
Internal conflict is a problem that a character must overcome by himself or herself.
31) 
During the denouement, the final stage of the story’s plot is resolved.
32) 
External conflict is a problem the character has with another character, nature, or society.

33) 
Foreshadowing is the use of clues that hint at events that will occur later in the plot.

34) 
Indirect characterization is describing a character through his or her actions, words, speech patterns.  

35) 
Theme is the author’s message about life or human nature that is communicated by a literary work.

36) 
Authors write for different purposes:  to entertain, to inform, or to persuade.
37) 
Different genres of fiction include fantasy, science fiction, and historical fiction.

38) 
A protagonist is the main character in a story.

39) 
An antagonist is the character or force that opposes the protagonist in a story.
Literary Devices:

40) 
First person point of view is when the story is told by a character in the story and uses the pronoun “I.”

41) 
Third person is often used in fictional narrative, and usually in expository writing (he, she, they).

42) 
Irony is the difference between what is expected and what actually happens.
43) 
Suspense is a feeling of growing tension or excitement.

44) 
Symbolism is when an author uses concrete, real objects to represent an idea.

45) 
The mood is the atmosphere or feeling that a story conveys.

46) 
The tone is the attitude a writer takes toward the audience, a subject, or a character.

47) 
A dialogue is a conversation between two or more speakers, as a feature of a book or play.

48) 
Limerick, free verse, cinquain are all different types of poetry.

49) 
A stanza is a group of lines within a poem.
Writing
50) 
Three major types of writing are prose, verse, and dramatic reading.

51) 
Well organized essays use effective transitions to unify and connect sentences.

52) 
Supporting statements and claims with anecdotes, descriptions, facts, and statistics helps to create clear, coherent essays.

53) 
An anecdote is a brief narrative told to illustrate a point.

54) 
Descriptive writing uses figurative language and concise word choice to portray a place or event.

55) 
In a Response to Literature essay, the author understands and analyses a piece of literature.

56) 
A narrative can be autobiographical, or fictional, and tells a story.

57) 
An author’s voice is subjective when he or she includes opinions.

58) 
An author’s voice is objective when it is factual, expressed without an opinion.

59) 
An author’s “voice” is the style in which he or she writes.

60) 
Techniques an author can use as an “attention-getter” include dialogue, rhetorical questions, action, description, startling facts, or quotations. (Give two possible answers.)
61) 
Summarizing is restating the important ideas in a work.

62) 
Paraphrasing is to restate a passage in one’s own words.

63) 
An expository paragraph must have a topic sentence and sentences that support the topic sentence.

64) 
In some paragraphs the topic sentence is first, but it can also be placed in the middle or at the end of a paragraph.

65) 
Note-taking, outlining, and summarizing create a structure to organize ideas for writing.
66) 
Persuasive writing includes a clear position and counterargument.

67) 
A thesis statement is the controlling idea for an essay and it should be included in the introductory paragraph.
68) 
When researching, identify the topic and investigate by asking and evaluating questions.

69) 
Use MLA format for quoted and paraphrased information when citing sources for a bibliography.
Sentence Structure:
70) 
A subject is a noun that tells who or what the sentence is about.

71) 
The predicate is the verb that tells what the subject is or does.

72) 
Complete sentences have a subject and a predicate; they are also called independent clauses.
73) 
An independent clause is a group of words that contain a subject and predicate and expresses a complete thought.
74) 
A fragment is an incomplete sentence.

75) 
A dependent clause contains a subject and a verb, but it does not express a complete thought and cannot stand alone as a sentence.

76) 
Adverbial clauses are dependent clauses that express when or why.  For example, “He saw the movie when he was in New York.”
77) 
A gerund phrase contains a verb (that ends in ing) acting like a noun.  For example, “Taking a walk is so relaxing.”

Grammar and Sentence Patterns:
78) 
A declarative sentence states an idea and ends with a period.

79) 
An interrogative sentence asks a question and ends with a question mark.

80) 
An exclamatory sentence conveys strong emotion and ends with an exclamation mark.

81) 
An imperative sentence gives an order and ends with a period or exclamation mark.
82) 
An antecedent is the noun to which a pronoun refers.
83) 
A simple sentence has a subject and a predicate.

84) 
A compound sentence has two or more simple sentences combined by a conjunction.

85) 
A complex sentence includes a dependent clause.

86) 
In “The dog caught the ball,” the word ball is the direct object.

87) 
In “He gave her the paper,” the pronoun “her” is the indirect object.

88) 
Conjunctions such as and, but, or connect compound subjects or compound sentences.
89) 
In the active voice, the subject of the sentence is performing the action. Ex: The dog bit the boy.

90) 
In the passive voice, the subject is the recipient of the action. Ex: The boy was bitten by the dog.
91) 
“To walk,” and “to be” are verbs in their infinitive form.  

92) 
Always use the correct verb with an indefinite pronoun, for example, “Some go.” vs. “One goes.”

93) 
Use the correct nominative pronoun for example, “He and I go to work.  We students will attend the party.”

94) 
Know the following auxiliary verbs, pick 4: have, has, had, will, shall, should, would, could, do, does, did, might, may, can, am, is, are, was, were, be, being and been.
Conventions:
95) 
To set off an appositive, always use a comma.

96) 
Use a comma with quotation marks, e.g., John said sternly, “Eat your vegetables.”

97) 
Always use a comma in a series, or when separating two independent clauses with a conjunction.
98) 
A semi-colon connects two related independent clauses; it connects two thoughts.

99) A colon is followed by an elaboration or summation; of what precedes, or to separate groups of numbers referring to different things, as hours from minutes in 5:30; or the members of a ratio or proportion.
100) Some words such as it’s (it is) and its (possessive) or who’s (who is) and whose (possessive) are often misspelled.

101) A singular, possessive noun is indicated by adding an apostrophe to the word, followed by the letter “s,” for example, “That boy’s house is over there.”

102) For plural, possessive nouns, the apostrophe comes at the end of the word, e.g. boys’ locker room.

103) Numbers less than twenty should be written out.
104) Hyphens show a pause or an interruption.

105) A dash is a short, horizontal line used as a punctuation mark, often in place of a comma or colon, or as a sign that certain letters or words have been omitted.
106) Use quotation marks to indicate the name of a short story, magazine article or poem.
