Literary Terms - Part 2

allusion
Something that is said/written that brings attention indirectly to a particular subject.

alliteration The repetition of the initial consonant. There should be at least two        repetitions in a row.

allegory 
Story/painting/etc. in which the events and characters represent ideas or teach a moral lesson.

analogy
 A comparison between situations/processes/etc. that seem similar.

anecdote 
  A short story based on your personal experience.

antithesis
 Words and phrases with opposite meanings balanced against each other.
assonance
  The repetition at close intervals of the vowel sounds of accented syllables or important words.
cliché

An idea or phrase that has been used to the point of ineffectiveness.

extended metaphor      A comparison that continues into the sentences that follow.
idiom
an expression that has a meaning apart from the meanings of its individual words.
imagery 

The use of words/pictures to describe ideas/actions in books/poems/etc.

metonymy 
Reference to something or someone by naming one of its attributes.
pun
 

A play on words.
synecdoche
A part that is used for the whole or the whole for a part.

voice        

 Expression is spoken or written words.
