
revealed by details that describe scenery,  customs, transportation, dialect, weather, time of day, time of the year, etc.  
the act of creating and developing a character. Writers use two methods to create and develop characters- direct and indirect.  Protagonist and antagonist are two types of main characters.
the sequence of events in a literary work. In most novels, short stories, dramas, and narrative poems,  it involves two basic elements- characters and conflict. 

a struggle between opposing forces.  One of the most important elements of stories, novels, and dramas is conflict. It causes the actions that form the plot. 

when the central conflict is at the highest and most important point of interest. It is the peak of the story where the conflict is often resolved. It is the point of highest dramatic tension or a major turning point in the action. 
the central idea or insight into life as provided by a literary work. It usually reveals an important point about human beings or about life. 

the attitude or outlook of a narrator or character in a piece of literature
FIGURATIVE LANGUAGE: simile, metaphor, hyperbole
a comparison using as or like. 

a comparison or figure of speech that suggests a likeness by speaking of one thing as if it were another, different thing.

an exaggeration used for emphasis. It can be used to heighten the effect of something, to catalyze recognition, or to merely create a humorous perception. 

two contradictory words or ideas put together for effect. 

to give human qualities to non-human animals or things; deals with animals specifically.

sometimes referred to as atmosphere. It can be described as the feeling created in the reader through the reading or passage.

when an object or action means more than its literal meaning.
irony                       
an implied difference between what is said and what is meant;                         a situation that seems strange, sad, or amusing because the opposite of what is expected happens or is true.
paradox

a seemingly contradictory statement that may nonetheless be true

protagonist
The central character(s) in a story, drama, or dramatic poem. Usually the  action revolves around the protagonist, who is involved in the main conflict.

antagonist 
A person or force that opposes the protagonist, or central character, in fiction. The reader is generally meant not to sympathize with the antagonist(s).
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
